Darrell Ivie related that the Duck
Hunters will be putting up a red
flag along the path west of our
Runway to indicate when they are
“hunting”. Whenever the red Flag
is up, we are not to fly over their
hunting area (the duck ponds).
During the Duck Hunting Season
(October thru January), we have
agreed not to fly at all until after
9am on Wednesdays and
Saturdays. However, sometimes
the red flag will be up outside this
time. When that’s the case, we
should keep our flight path east of
the position of the West-end Pylon,
thus avoiding any flight paths over
the Duck Hunting Ponds.
Todd Mollerup suggested that we
allow Helicopters and Fixed-Wing
models to fly together, as long as
the Helicopters fly the same basic
pattern as the Fixed Wing models.
Also, Helicopters would take off,
land, and do any hovering in the
area east of the Pit Shade Structure.
It was agreed that we would try
that for a while, until January, and
see how it goes.
